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At least three Management Committee members must be present for a Management Committee meeting to take place.

Voting at Management Committee meetings shall be by a show of hands. If there is a tied vote then the Chairperson shall have a second
vote.

The Management Committee shall have the power to remove any member of the Committee for good and proper reason.

The Management Committee may appoint any other member of the Group as a Committee member to fill a vacancy, provided that the
maximum prescribed is not exceeded.

Finance

All monies raised on behalf of the Group shall be applied to further the objects of the Group and for no other purposes.
No member of the committee shall be paid fees or receive any remuneration other than out-of-pocket expenses.

The Treasurer, on behalf of the Management Committee will ensure the:

Maintenance of accounting records.

Preparation of annual statements of account.

Auditing or independent examination of statements of account.
The financial year of the organisation shall be from April.

Cheques will require to be signed by two signatories of the Management Committee.

Annual General Meeting

There shall be an Annual General Meeting of the Group, which will be held no later than June.

The Management Committee shall call every Annual General Meeting. The Secretary shall give at least 21 days’ notice of the AGM to
all members of the Group.

All members of the Management Committee shall retire from office at the Annual General Meeting but be eligible for re-election.

All members of the organisation shall be entitled to vote at the meeting.

Dissolution of the Group

If the Management Committee decided that it is necessary to dissolve the group it shall call a meeting of all members, of which no less
than 21 days notice shall be given.

If the proposal is confirmed by a two-thirds majority of those present, the Management Committee shall have the power to realise assets
held by or on behalf of the group. Any assets remaining after satisfaction of any proper debts and liabilities shall be given or transferred
to a local group or charitable organisation having objectives similar to the objects of the group. A copy of the statement of accounts or
the final accounting period must be provided to all group members.

Alterations to the Constitution

Any proposals to the constitution must be delivered in writing to the Secretary of the Group not less than 28 days before the date of the
general meeting at which it is first to be considered.

Any alterations shall receive the assent of not less than two-thirds of the members of the Group present and voting at the Annual
General Meeting or a meeting specially called for that purpose and provided that the Secretary has provided details of the alteration to
all members at least 14 days prior to the meeting taking place.
